The opening of a new ccllege far higher
studies for women formed part of the
Independence Day  celebrations in the
City on Friday last, when Mr. Daniel

College for Girls at the St. Thomas Con-
vent, Mylapore, before a large gathering.

Anthem.

After inaugurating the new college,
Mr. IDazanlel Thomas prTalseg the Bervices
of the Catholic Church in the cause of
education in this country and hoped that
they would continue to give their best
for the progress of India.
