the CPE status, says a UGC
source. Apart from this,

Vivekananda College in Ma-
durai and CMS College of
Science and Commerce in
Coimbatore have also been
granted the CPE status by
the UGC. “Out of the seven
colleges which have got the
CPE status, ours is the only
self-financing institution to
get the CPE status, which
shows the quality of educa-
tion imparted here. We have
got NAAC accreditation of ‘A’
grade during the last two
cycles and are going for the
third cycle of assessment,”
says S Sandhya Menon, prin-
cipal of CMS College of Sci-
ence and Commerce.

“Our college, which is
28-years-old, also maintains
gender balance with 50 per
cent of students being girls.
We also have students from
20 countries. We would be
getting 1.5 crores funding
from the UGC under this
CPE scheme,” she adds.

The CPE scheme identifies
colleges that has attained
high standards of teaching,
research and extension ac-
tivities and hold promise of
excellence.
